Closing Ceremony: America’s Seasons

Materials: U5 flag at the [ront of the room, song sheets with
*America, the Beautiful” lyrics for everyone, paper cutouts of leaves
in fall colors, cotton balls

CUB SCOUT 1: T am summer! (Pantomime wiping sweat from brow}
CUB SCOUT 2: L am fall! (Drop paper leaves.}
CUBR SCOUT 3: 1am winter! (Dvop cotton balls.)

CUB SCOUT 4: 1 am spring! Let’ all stand up and sing “America,
the Beautiful”

Game: Rope Bridge
Equipment: For each team, thick rope 5 to 8 yards in length

Form teams of four to six players. The rope is a bridge, and all
team membsers tmust ternain on the rope. A team stands on one end
of it rope. At the signal, the player closest to the middle throws
the remaining part of the rope toward the goal. Everyone moves
to the other end of the rope. The team moves toward the goal in
this switchback manner. Players are allowed to rethrow the rope
but they cannot alter the position of the rope with their feet. If one
person falls off the rope, the whele team must return to the start-
ing line. This game may be played as a team competition or as one
group working against the clock,
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
